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EPA LEAD/COPPER RULING
Lead Service Line Inventory (LSLI)
A RESPONSE FROM THE HOMEOWNER IS REQUIRED
A special meeting will be held at Cornwall Elementary School on Wednesday, December 13th at 6:30p.m. to discuss this requirement.

The Federal Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) whose enforcement agency is the Pennsylvania Department of Environmental Agency (DEP) has passed a new ruling concerning Lead & Copper.  Click on the following website https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=6et78HZRquI for a notice from the EPA.
This mandate states that the municipality must inform DEP of the water service line leading into each home or commercial facility that it serves with water.

The West Cornwall Township Municipal Authority (“WCTMA”) is in the process of reviewing records to determine the composition of your water service line up to the curb box (the Authority’s portion).  See attached sketch.
The WCTMA needs your help in determining the rest of the water service line to comply with this requirement.

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The image represents a simple configuration of a water service line.  The Borough is interested in the portion labeled private side for our purposes.  This is the portion owned by the Home Owner, from the curb box to the meter.  Point of use is the first shut off valve inside the building.

Below are images of service line materials you may encounter,  along with methods that will help you confirm the material.  
[image: image13.png]Types of Water Pipes (Service Lines)

Lead - A dull, silver-gray color that
is easily scratched with a coin. Use
amagnet - strong magnets will not
cling to lead pipes.

Galvanized - A dull, silver-gray color.
Use a magnet - strong magnets will
typically cling to galvanized pipes.

Pl

ic - White, rigid pipe.

Brass - Dark reddish brown to a
light silvery color. Older pipes may
be corroded and may contain lead.

Copper - The color of a penny.





To verify the plumbing material before the meter
You will need:  Key or coin and a strong magnet
What to do:

a. Locate the service line pipe as it enters your home from an exterior wall or floor.

b. If the pipe is a dull, silver-gray color, carefully scratch the pipe (like you would a lottery ticket) with a key or coin.  Take care not to make a hole in the pipe.  If the scratch turns a shiny silver color, it could be lead or steel.

c. Place the strong magnet on the pipe.  If a magnet sticks, it is a steel pipe.

d. Wash hands after inspecting pipe.

[image: image24]    Lead Swab Test (can be purchased at a local hardware store.  Kits are used to test paint,   but can also be used to test pipes – not the water inside.  Look for an EPA recognized kit.
